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MANUEL GARCIA Jr.: TWO IN ONE — DOCTOR OF MEDICINE
AND GREAT VOCAL TEACHER

Manuel Garcia Jr., a doctor of medicine, researcher,
inventor, and great vocal teacher, was born in 1805 in
| Spain, into a family of hereditary singers and
musicians, unique in the number of outstanding
personalities.

Judge for yourself: Manuel’s father is the famous
singer and composer Manuel Garcia Sr., for whom G.
Rossini himself wrote the role of Count Almaviva in
the opera “The Barber of Seville,” and his sisters are
: the famous singers Maria Malibran and Pauline
Viardot, Iegendary names in the world of Bel Canto. Deciding to follow in his
father's footsteps, Manuel Garcia Jr. began his career as an opera singer.

However, already at the age of twenty-four, he decided to leave the stage and
switch to teaching. Until 1848, M. Garcia taught at the Paris Conservatory, and
then moved to the Royal Academy of Music in London, where he worked until
1895.

It’s amazing how many outstanding, world-class singers he has trained. These
include Camille Everardi, Jenny Lind, Mathilde Marchesi, Christina Nilsson,
Julius Stockhausen, Henry Wood and many others. Such outstanding successes
were not accidental, since the personality of M. Garcia Jr. harmoniously combined
the talents of a natural scientist and a vocal teacher.

He was deeply interested in the physiology of singing voice formation. The
research of M. Garcia Jr. culminated in 1847 with the publication of the “Complete
Guide to the Art of Singing” (“Traité complet de I’art du chant”).

This is the world's first treatise that moved vocal pedagogy from an empirical
craft to a scientifically based direction. The great maestro considered training
based solely on vocal sensations to be imperfect and believed that the singer must
have an understanding of voice production.

In 1855, M. Garcia made another outstanding contribution to both medicine and
art, he invented the laryngoscope, for which he was awarded the honorary degree
of Doctor of Medicine by the University of Konigsberg.
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This device is still used in medical practice by otolaryngologists. He also helps
modern phoniators to study the speech apparatus of both ordinary people and
vocalists, helping them solve emerging voice problems.

M. Garcia Jr. lived 101 years of an amazingly rich and vibrant life, being one of
the first people in the world to organically combine science and art in his activities.

More than 100 years later, namely in 2014, on the initiative of the Russian
Academy of Medical Rehabilitation, Clinical Psychology and Music Therapy, the
International Forum «Music, Culture and Health» named after. Manuel Garcia Jr.

The forum included three main events: a symposium, a festival of musical
creativity, and an international vocal competition. It was a real celebration of
science and art and, at the same time, a tribute to such a great man as Manuel
Garcia Jr. was.
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
