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BRIEF BIOGRAPHICAL SUMMARY

Roza Shaykhaidarovna Akhmadieva, having graduated with honors from the Kazan
State University of Culture and Arts in 2003, was left to teach. That same year, she
won the Government Grant of the Russian Federation in a competition and was sent
on a three-month business trip to France and Belgium to undergo a professional
internship.

In 2006, R. Akhmadiyeva was awarded the academic degree of candidate of
pedagogical sciences; in 2012, the degree of doctor of pedagogical sciences; and in
2013, the title of professor. Since 2015, she has held the position of vice-rector for
academic affairs, then acted as rector, and since February 2020, she has assumed the
post of rector of the Kazan State Institute of Culture.

Her research interests include the study of socio-philosophical and psychological-
pedagogical aspects of education and upbringing, including theoretical and applied
Issues such as upbringing in a modern family, children's life safety, child road traffic
injuries, and life safety on the roads.

Since 2023, R. Akhmadiyeva has been the chairperson of the Dissertation Council
23.2.006.02 for scientific specialties 5.8.1 «General pedagogy, history of pedagogy,
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and educationy» (pedagogical sciences) and 5.8.7 «Methodology and technology of
professional educationy (pedagogical sciences) at the Kazan State Institute of Culture.

In 2023, Professor Akhmadiyeva was elected as a Corresponding Member, and a
member of the Presidium of the Academy of Sciences of the Tatarstan Republic.
From 2024 to the present, she has been an academician secretary of the Department of
Social and Economic Sciences of the Academy of Sciences of the Tatarstan Republic.

The results of Professor Akhmadieva's research are reflected in more than 200
publications in leading Russian scientific journals, and in foreign publications
included in the international electronic database «Scopusy.

R. Akhmadieva regularly delivers reports at international scientific and practical
conferences and symposiums, paying great attention to the training of scientific
personnel, and teaches students, master's degree students, and postgraduate students.

Under her scientific supervision, six candidate dissertations were successfully
defended. High organizational skills, creative initiative, and communication skills of
Professor Akhmadieva allowed her to establish fruitful cooperation with Russian and
foreign educational organizations, as well as with ministries, departments, public
structures, and the media.

In addition to strategic issues at sections and round tables, forum participants also
discuss important practical tasks, such as training digital technology developers in
educational institutions of culture and the arts, copyright protection, etc.
Correspondent:

What are the overall priorities of the Kazan State Institute of Culture at the present
stage?

Professor R. Akhmadieva:

Our university has intensive pedagogical work in several departments: the Higher
School of Arts; Innovations and Traditions of Folk Art Culture; Socio-Cultural
Technologies and Intelligent Systems; Theatre, Cinema, and Television

There are also some departments: dissertation councils, an engineering center, a
center for postgraduate training in culture and the arts, etc. But to put it briefly, we try

to keep up with the times, participate in grants, work on digitalization in the field of
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culture, on new technologies, and on the commercialization of the products we create.

| can give an example of a grant within the framework of the national project of the
scientific and engineering center. Here, students and teachers improve skills from the
idea to the implementation of the product: in ceramics, woodworking, and textiles.
Innovative technological developments have been completed — virtual glasses and
virtual simulators—for which the first orders have begun to come from the real sector
of the economy.

The Head of the Tatarstan Republic, Rustam Nurgalievich Minnikhanov, who
visited our university, positively assessed the projects being implemented.

As part of the direction of the digitalization of culture that you supervise, a
scientific and practical section, «Medicine and Art», was held. The hall was
crowded. In your opinion, what was the reason for such interest?

Was it simple curiosity, or something deeper?

Professor R. Akhmadieva:

Perhaps, some were driven by simple human curiosity, and that is normal. But,
most importantly, the process of integrating medicine and art is going fast today,
giving birth to innovative medical and health-improving methods and biotechnologies
that were impossible to even dream of.

Naturally, the topic itself aroused keen interest, and the participation of speakers of
national and even world level in the section fueled it even more.

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There is another important aspect. Kazan State Institute of Culture is the first in
Russia to repeatedly receive state grants for training music therapy specialists since
2014,

Advanced training and retraining courses were held under the guidance of the
founder of scientific music therapy, Professor S.V. Shushardzhan.

This has led to the fact that today, in the Republic of Tatarstan there is perhaps the
largest professional community of specialists in the field of music therapy and art
therapy in the country.

And it is quite logical that these same specialists are actively participating in the
forum «Kazan Digital Week-2024».

Thanks to the interdisciplinary nature of the reports and the discussion that arose, a
strategic plan was developed for the introduction of digital technologies of scientific
music and art therapy into the structure of health culture rooms, the opening of which
in educational and medical institutions, according to experts, can help reduce the level
of socially significant diseases and improve the demographic situation.

This is a very valuable scientific and practical result of the section «Medicine and
Arty.

Don't you think that such innovative approaches allow human society to gain a new
understanding of the importance of culture in the modern world?
Professor R. Akhmadieva:

Of course, one cannot underestimate culture, which not only incorporates
everything created by human labor — works of art, spiritual values, scientific
discoveries, etc. — but is also a major factor in preserving the health of the
population.

Understanding this led us to the decision to open an «Imnovative Center for
Interdisciplinary Research of Socio-Cultural and Medical-Psychological Health
Resourcesy at the Kazan State Institute of Culture, the structure of which includes
prominent scientists: doctors, psychologists, cultural scientists, IT specialists, etc.

The tasks of the center include the implementation of complex scientific projects,
participation in grants, and innovative developments of health-saving technologies.
